Director of the Abbey Theatre, Fiach Mac Conghail said, “An architect has been 

retained to design, cost and work out a schedule to implement the changes 

necessary to make the Peacock Theatre fully accessible. I also will be writing to 

Minister for Tourism, Culture, and Sport, Mary Hanafin T.D. to seek a meeting on 

this issue and Paddy Doyle has agreed to join me.”
